Rising Country star Denae Gardner wants to be around for awhile. The California native and Idaho transplant has no plans of being the proverbial flash-in-the-pan.

“I know it’s cheesy, but I just want to be successful,” she said. “I just want to continue to build. I don’t expect to have an outright, huge hit, but I just want to keep building in a positive direction, developing a fan base, and getting a little more popular with each single. I just want to get out and inspire people with my music.”

The 4D recording artist is well on her way to that kind of a career. She enjoyed her first taste of radio success with “Runaround,” and with the release of “Heartache Train,” she’s back for what she hopes will be another trip up the charts.

Gardner’s story begins back in California, where she performed the National Anthem at several events. Upon moving to Idaho with her parents, things really kicked into a higher gear for the lovely songstress. She formed a band that played many events in the Idaho area, including several High School events, as well as clubs around the Boise area.

Her musical style is a diverse one. She calls it “Rockin’ Country Blues with a Bluegrass Twist.” She comes by that style honestly. 

“What really inspired me to want to get involved in music as a career was that I watched a live DVD of Led Zeppelin when I was in the eighth or ninth grade. Watching that really inspired me, and then, I heard the music of Etta James. That’s when I knew that’s what I wanted to do the rest of my life.”

Appreciating the rich musical history that has come before her is very important to Denae. “You have to appreciate where music came from,” she says. “That’s a really big thing with me. That’s why I listen to so much of the old stuff. It’s all related. Music, as we know it today, came from Country and Blues. Obviously, I know they are different sounding, but I just love it all.”

She also hopes to bring out the emotions in her music to the listeners, and if her music inspires them, she knows the feeling. “That would mean the world to me. I have wanted that for so long I’ve worked so hard for this.”
Denae says that as much as she loves recording, she really wants to take her music out on the road to the people. That’s where she feels right at home. “Being in the studio is a blast, but to really see me, you’ve got to see a live show I know that as long as I am having a good time, I know the audience is having a good time. I know that when I go to concerts, I love it when I can forget about the world for about two hours. I want to create that for people, where they will forget about anything that is troubling them.”

So, when listeners hear “Heartache Train,” on the radio, what exactly would Gardner want people to think about her? “I want them to think that this girl has genuine talent, and really feels what she is doing, and that’s she is sticking to her roots. I just want them to appreciate it!”
